January 2012 CYRA Board Meeting Minutes

The January CY Board meeting was called to order by President Rod Hughes at 7:00 pm at the Citizens State Bank in Paola, KS. The minutes of last month’s board meeting were read by Youth Secretary Taylor Adams. Logan Miller moved to approve the minutes. Chad Newell seconded. Motion passed. 

The treasurer’s report was presented by Angie Chambers on behalf of Carol Wingate. The ending balance for December was over $7,000. Detailed transactions are available and will be added to the minutes upon Carol’s return.

The Board discussed the status of the rulebook being retyped. Amanda Sosa had volunteered to type it. She has not presented the Board with any updates. Stephanie Newell stated she will follow up with her on it and report back at the next meeting. 

Rod Hughes stated that he has talked with the rodeo software person. The software is in the process of getting updated to include being able to post the 75% points online not just the total points. 

The Board discussed the spring rodeo season and the need for dates and contractors to be set. The Board discussed the possibility of CY producing some of their own rodeos along with trying to sanction rodeos with High Stakes and find new contractors as well. Jake from High Stakes visited with Rod Hughes previously stating that he would like to sanction more rodeos for this spring and summer to include other arena’s other than just at Lone Wolf. The Board is currently waiting on sanction forms at this time but do expect sanction forms at the February meeting. Board members will contact people at Fort Scott, Uniontown, Burlington, Ottawa, Paola, Erie and Lyndon to find open dates to sanction rodeos and report back at the February meeting.

The Board discussed the need to find people who would be willing to provide a church service for us on all of our Sunday rodeos. It was discussed to contact George Steinberger and George Slyter to see if they would be interested in working with us this year.

The Board discussed the winter fun activity. The Board discussed CY paying a portion of the cost and having the members pay a portion for the bowling night. Logan Miller moved to have CY pay a portion and the members pay $5 for the bowling night. Seconded by Stephanie Newell. Motion passed. Angie Chambers will get more information and report back at the February meeting.

The Board discussed the Rookie of the Year Award. This would only be for truly new members. The Board stated it would follow the all around points and participants must compete in two or more events. One rookie award for a girl and one rookie award for a boy not to be separated by each age division. 

An issue was addressed to the Board regarding the lack of team roping participants. If there is only one team roper entered then the Board discussed the option of having an adult rope with the member. This would only occur if there were no other team ropers available. This will be addressed further at the February meeting.

Logan Miller moved to adjourn the meeting. Seconded by Dani DePriest. Motion passed. Meeting adjourned at 8:07 pm.
